Scholarship

Travis Credit Union annually awards
$2,000 each to twenty (20) high school
seniors who are accepted into college
for the fall of their graduation year.

Eligibility
A TCU member in good standing

A graduating high school senior

A grade point average (GPA) of 3.0
on a scale of 4.0

Application Requirements

Submit the following when applying:

A completed Mary Keith Duff
Memorial Scholarship application

A 250-word essay describing what
has brought you to this point,
intended academic curriculum; and
extracurricular activities throughout
college, how you will maximize the
opportunities of an education, and
how you will apply it to your post-
college plans

A copy of your school transcript
certified by a high school official

One letter of reference from

a teacher verifying scholastic
honors and awards, leadership,
extracurricular activities, community
involvement and employment.

Award Criteria

Applications will be judged on content,
and scored based on these percentages:

«30% GPA
*15% honors and awards

+10% employment and community
service

+10% leadership and extracurricular
activities

*20% essay

*15% financial need consideration

« Acceptance into a 2-year community
college or a 4-year college or university

- Full-time enrollment of 12 or more
credits or units.

Scholarship applications will be
available on our Web site and in all
our branches between January 1 and
mid-March. You may drop off your
completed application to any TCU
branch or mail it to:
